MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 17th MARCH 2020 

Present: Cllr J Smith (Chairman), Cllr C Ward (Vice Chairman), Cllr I Smale, Cllr P Wylde & Cllr M Bonarius.

Statement from Parish Council
Cllr Smith confirmed any residents in need of assistance during the current corona virus crisis can contact any councillors who will help wherever possible, or signpost individuals to groups who can help. Contact details are on the Charlton Village Website. All villagers are asked to be neighbourly and look out for those around them. A form circulating on social media which an individual can use to highlight help required available will be posted on Charlton Chat and the village website.

1) Apologies for Absence
Apologies had been received from TVBC Linda Lashbrook, HCC Mrs Zilliah Brooks, Cllr Mills & Cllr J Mulberry.               

2) Declarations of Interest
Cllr Smale declared an interest in a grant application submitted by St Thomas Church which he is involved in.

3)Minutes
Cllrs to approve the minutes from the Parish Council Meeting held on 18th February
2020 as a correct record of proceedings. 
Resolved: The minutes of the meeting held on 18th February were confirmed as a correct record and signed by the Chairman. 

4) Public participation
The member of public present asked to comment on two agenda items. The first in relation to the Neighbourhood plan which he suggested should be shelved at present. Cllr Smith said the plan would not be shelved, TVBC are content that the PC pass resolution at the meeting and the plan will then move to the stage where it is seen by an examiner. She confirmed the public consultation is open until 20th March and that comments can still be made.
The second referred to a letter received by the Clerk in relation to green open spaces in the village. Cllr Ward confirmed details of all green spaces were highlighted in the Neighbourhood Plan.

5)Clerk’s Report 
The Clerk reported on several items as follows: -

Clearance of stream bed
The Clerk is still awaiting a response from the EA, given the current weather and fact that no work can be carried out at present this will be reviewed in due course.
Village gateway sign
The claim to replace the Village Gateway sign on Goch submitted to the insurance company has been agreed subject to £250 excess.
The gated sign on the Hatherden Road destroyed on 1st March has been reported to both the police and the insurance company. A quote to replace this by HCC highways has been received and will be sent to the insurance company.
Car Park surface- Collins Close
TVBC Linda Lashbrook has confirmed HCC Highways are responsible for this land and are now discussing marking out bays including a disabled bay.

Disabled Parking Tesco
TVBC Linda Lashbrook has confirmed TVBC have established the land is owned and subsequently leased but if the PC want to know more, they need to contact the Land Registry. The Clerk will do this.
Letter to TVBC re crazy golf
The Clerk confirmed she had sent a letter to TVBC giving Parish Council support for the renovation of the crazy golf course at Charlton Park.
Solar Farm Hatherden
The Clerk confirmed she had received a letter from TVBC providing updated plans for the site including a revised traffic management plan which revises delivery times as requested by the Parish Council. It was agreed a further comment would be sent to ask that the construction traffic was routed via a number of routes and not all through Charlton.

Railings at Charlies Lake Entrance 
The Clerk & Cllr Wylde visited the bridge area to consider what work might be done. While there were many possibilities concerns were raised about the safety of the bridge and the recommendation was that an engineer should be engaged to establish whether the bridge was safe. It is not clear who is responsible for this. The Clerk was asked to contact TVBC.

6)HCC & TVBC Report- 
Neither TVBC Cllr Lashbrook or HCC Mrs Z Brooks were present.

7)Finance -  
Cllrs to consider and approve the financial statement for the period 1 February to 29th February 2020
RESOLVED: It was resolved to approve the financial statement for the period 1st   February to 29th February 2020 as a correct record of accounts.

8) Cllr Ward to report Charlton Community Centre Initiative
Cllr Ward reported he had met with Dave Tasker from TVBC but there was no further progress to report at this meeting.

9) Grant application
The Clerk gave details of a grant application received from St Thomas Church for £1000 toward a £10650 project to fit a new kitchen. Resolved: The Parish Council unanimously agreed to give a grant of £1000.00. 

10) Donation request
The Clerk gave details of a request to give a donation to Hampshire Archives. After some discussions it was agreed not to make a donation to this HCC funded organisation.

11) CFI Submission
Cllr Smith confirmed she has not received any further response to her submission but will attempt to get a response.

12) Green Space in front of Carters Meadow
A working party had met to discuss the green space in front of Carters Meadow. Some suggestions were discussed and full details will be provided to HALC for legal advice.  Following receipt of advice, the hope is to engage with Anchor Housing who own Carters Meadow. Cllr Mills is part of the Carters Meadow community group and will need to declare an interest and not participate in discussions regarding this area.

13) Climate Change
Cllr Ward reported that a community meeting had taken place to discuss some potential ideas for community initiatives to help with climate change. It was agreed to form a Charlton Climate Change group and further work will follow.

14) TVBC year of culture
It was agreed to highlight the 2020 Charlton Village Community Day on the TVBC year of culture website although it might be postponed due to the current corona virus pandemic.

15) Neighbourhood Plan Resolution
Cllr Smale proposed the Parish Council formally resolve the Neighbourhood Plan be submitted to TVBC for the formal regulation 16 procedure to commence. Cllr Bonarius seconded. All in favour.

17) Planning
i) Planning terms of reference had been circulated and were formally adopted.

The Clerk will check the Tel Box/Library is properly costed on the Parish Asset register for insurance purposes.
