MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING HELD ON TUESDAY 20th April.
 2026 AT 7.00pm In the Church 
· Chairmans Welcome: Cllr Ward welcomed all members of the public to the Annual Parish Meeting. 20 in total. Clerk: E Attwood 
. A Representative of Bellway Homes shared some high level information about the proposed Enham Park development.
·       Bellway have been discussing the residential potential of this land with TVBC since 2018 and have an agreement in principle with the landowner pending planning approval.
·       The site is allocated in TVBC Local Plan as a suitable site for development.
·       The development is planned to be a mix of 900 homes, including 40% affordable.
·       Land will be allocated for a Community Hub and small employment space for economic development.
·       Bellway have revised the development plan to remove the original access at the top of Enham Lane with two access points now on Saxon Way.
·       Concern was expressed by the residents about the need for more schools, doctors’ surgeries, employment, etc. Bellway confirmed that the Integrated Care Board and Hampshire Child Services have requested financial donations towards existing medical facilities and schools.
·       The handling of sewage was also raised as a concern by the residents.
·       Outline Planning application is anticipated for this summer in accordance with TVBC policies and will include detailed planning for the first 250 homes. Final planning approval, if granted, is not expected before mid 2028 with start on site in May 2029.
·       The first tranche of homes (50?) could be available during Q4 2029 and will be located on the Enham Lane boundary closest to Charlton.
·       The full development of 900 houses should be completed by 2035.
·       Bellway will attend the Charlton Village Community Day on the 4th July 2026.

    Winchester Action on the Climate Crisis.

·  A presentation was given by the energy advisor.
· Explained history of homebuilding compared to todays standards which require building regulations.
· It is recommended that homes have 27cm of loft installation to improve energy efficiency of the house.
· Today’s homes are less prone to damp and more comfortable to live in.
· Today’s standards are to use renewable energy without the traditional use of burning fossil fuels.
· Try to limit heat loss through reduction of drafts.
· Today’s solar panels more efficient than when they were first introduced.
· 7-9 years to get your money back by creating 7-9 years cheap electricity.
· Heat pumps are the future of heating 300% efficient.

· More volunteers sought for Charlton Village Community Association
· Charlton Waterside is looking good with help from volunteers.
· Community Hub is still on the horizon but with a change of direction, hopefully working with TVBC to have a separate building attached to the refurbished café.

· Not sure how devolution will affect parish councils.
· Need more help with community days.

Question and Answers from residents
·   A member of the public requested that Foxcotte Lake was restocked as a fishing lake as there are lots of young anglers in the community. Cllr Ward will raise with TVBC and suggested a fishing club was formed. Once the Parish Council know what costs are involved, they will consider the proposal to help restock the lake.
· A tarmacked footpath will be placed around the sports field beside the lakes.
· Cllr Donnelly is still chasing the Dropped Kerbs at the end of Carters Meadows alongside the section 106 funding that was allocated to complete the work.
· Road repairs for the area have been rescheduled.
· Residents complained Openreach don’t notify residents of work before it begins.
· Hatherden road is not built for lorries particularly as the size of lorries have increased.
· Awaiting a meeting with Hampshire Highways to see if further traffic calming can be put in place.
· SWA will line the pipes through Penton 7 villages.
· SO, Recycle submitting another planning application which should go through HCC.
